Making a difference at The Merton

Grace Darling rowed out with her father one stormy night in
1842 and rescued nine sailors stranded and clinging to a rock.
We discover that it was Grace’s determination, courage and
Rindness that enabled her to carry out this act of bravery and
that by working in collaboration with her father she became a
heroine. Even when you are 5 and 6 years old, such acts
inspire us to be brave and help others even if a we feel a little
scared, both within our own little world and further afield. We
explore Grace Darling’s legacy: The RNLI charity that saves
lives at sea and the people who volunteer today. We consider
how modern day lifeboats enable rescues today and how mod-
ern technology is different from in the past. We make infer-
ences between now and past by looking for clues in paintings
and photographs such as the clothes people are wearing and
express our understanding through drama and role play.
Finally we make links to water safety in and around our

coast, rivers, canals and lakes.

Making a difference at home

Kindness, determination and courage are qualities we come to understand and admire in Grace Darling. When you find

something a challenge remember that you too can develop these character traits in yourself. Maybe you need to be a little

braver or determined to help you if you are learning to ride your bike or to learn your spellings! Kindness is always important

and being kind to others will make for a happy day for those around you.
